2008 Residential Renovation Grant Program

The Program:  Money is available to homeowners in Clarke County for improvements to the exterior

of their residential properties. Eligible properties include residential, owner-occupied, primary

residence properties (no out-buildings) in Clarke count. Up to 50% of the cost of materials will be

reimbursed upon completion, up to $2500 or $5000. People taking advantage of this program are

encouraged to purchase materials from Clarke county merchants. With this project, we are making a

significant difference in the appearance of and pride in our community.

Eligible Properties

Step One: Assessed value of dwelling on the property must be equal to or less than $85,000 as

                 shown on the Clarke County Assessor Website .Dwelling Value. (not .total value.).

Step Two: After meeting criteria set forth in Step One,

      A. $5000 Program. The property must be located along these routes or a majority of the property

must be visible from these routes to receive up to $5000 match:

a. Highways 34 and 69 through Clarke county,

b. Properties visible from Interstate 35 through Clarke county,

c. Osceola: Clay Street from Interstate 35 to Hwy 69. Fillmore St from Hwy 34 to Shaw St.

d. Murray: R15 from Highway 34 to North side of town and R16 from Highway 34 to First

Street. First Street from R15 to R16. Maple St from South to North side of town.

e. Woodburn: R69 from Hwy 34 through Sherman or Smith Streets to 315th Ave to Hwy 34.

      B. $2500 Program. If not along these routes, other properties in Clarke county visible from the

main route past their property may be eligible for a match up to $2500.

Eligible Projects:

Residential, owner-occupied, primary residence.

The improvement must be visible from the main route past the property. $5000 main thoroughfares,

$2500 other properties in Clarke county.

The application:

Application forms are available through the Clarke County Foundation.

1. Picture of the property or area of property to be improved.

2. Paragraph describing improvements to be made.Must be a complete project, no partial projects.

Examples: painting, siding, clean up/landfill costs, landscaping.

3 Detailed listing (quote) cost of materials.maximum 50% of material cost up to $5000 or $2500.

Equipment . paint brushes, ladders, rental equipment . or labor costs are not eligible.

4. Expected time of completion, not to exceed 4 months.

5. Signature and Date

Applications will not be accepted on projects already in progress.

Repeat applications for owners will be allowed if they move to a new primary residence.

Repeat applications for homes will not be allowed.

Additional Guidelines for Approved Properties:

For the project to receive funds under this program, the property must meet other minimum guidelines:

1. No trash in yard

2. No outside storage of household items

3. Lawn care reasonably maintained

4. Other structures on the property safe and clean

Approval Process:

Applications may be submitted at any time and are reviewed at the next regularly scheduled committee

meeting. If another program better suits the applicant.s situation, they may be directed toward that

program. Monies received from other programs may be used in conjunction with monies received

through this program.

Payment:

After the project is complete, reimburse of up to 50% of materials cost to a maximum of $5000 or

$2500 as previously approved is made to the homeowner. Must have receipts. All grants are taxable

income.
